HIGHLIGHTS OF ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Since the completion of the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan, the City of Vaughan has
significantly invested in advancing active transportation and road safety. The active transportation
program is supported with grant opportunities and partnerships to offset spending and provide
in-kind support for various infrastructure projects, education and outreach.

The implementation of the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan continues to progress as
recommended. The following are highlights of the collaborative cross-departmental
community partner efforts in advancing active transportation in 2022.
