Official Plan:
Vaughan Official Plan 2010 (‘VOP 2010’): “Low-Rise Residential"
Comments:

The Owners are seeking relief to permit a secondary suite in the existing semi-detached
dwelling with the above-noted variances.

The Development and Parks Planning Department has no objections to Variance 1 to
decrease the minimum require parking spaces from 3 to 2. The property is served by one
(1) parking space within an integrated garage and a single width driveway that is 11.89 m
in length. The full length of the driveway is sufficient to accommodate two (2) standard
sized parking spaces. However, a variance is required as only 7.42 m of the driveway is
located on the property, and the remaining 4.47 m is located within the City-owned
boulevard. Per Parking By-law 064-2019, parking is permitted on the City-owned
boulevard as long as the motor vehicle does not encroach into a sidewalk or a municipal
highway. The City-owned boulevard does not contain a pedestrian sidewalk, therefore,
the integrated garage and the full extent of the driveway are able to accommodate a total
of three (3) parking spaces as permitted by the in-effect Parking By-law. The variance
thereby meets the general intent of the required parking provision. Development and
Transportation Engineering staff have reviewed the application and have no objections to
the proposed variance.

The Development and Parks Planning Department has no objections to Variance 2 to
increase the maximum permitted driveway width from 3.75 m to 3.81 m. The 0.06 m
increase is not perceptible from the public realm. The remaining front yard area sufficiently
provides for a variety of soft and hard landscaping features. The variance is minor in nature
and meets the general intent of the maximum driveway width provision.

Accordingly, the Development and Parks Planning Department supports the requested
variances and is of the opinion that the proposal is minor in nature, maintains the general
intent and purpose of the Official Plan and Zoning By-law, and is desirable for the
appropriate development of the land.

Recommendation:
The Development and Parks Planning Department recommends approval of the
application.
