The Owner is seeking relief to permit a cabana and pool equipment pad in the rear yard.

The Development and Parks Planning Department has no objections to Variance 1 and 2
to reduce the setbacks from the proposed cabana to the rear lot line and south interior lot
line. The proposed setback reductions are sufficient for access and maintenance. The
proposed cabana is compliant with maximum height and lot coverage provisions, and is
not anticipated to incur any negative impacts on the neighbouring residential properties.
Environmental Planning staff have reviewed the application and do not anticipate
any negative impacts on the woodlot to the east.

The Development and Parks Planning Department has no objections to Variance 3 to
increase the maximum permitted encroachment of the pool equipment pad from 1.5 m to
6.89 m. The proposed pool equipment pad is located between the cabana and the rear lot
line. The proposed equipment pad maintains a 0.61 m setback from the rear lot line, which
is sufficient for access and maintenance. The increased encroachment into the rear yard
is not anticipated to create noise or massing impacts on the abutting properties.

Accordingly, the Development and Parks Planning Department supports the requested
variances and is of the opinion that the proposal is minor in nature, maintains the general
intent and purpose of the Official Plan and Zoning By-law, and is desirable for the
appropriate development of the land.
