Official Plan: Vaughan Official Plan 2010 ('VOP2010"): "Low-Rise Residential"

The Owner is requesting permission to construct a 2-storey dwelling and cabana with the above noted
variances. At the request of the Development Planning Department, the Owner has revised the proposed width
of the driveway from 16.71 m to 12.95 m with additional planting on both sides of the driveway to provide
screening and balance of the proposed hardscape. The Development Planning Department has no further
concerns with the proposed variances.

In support of the application, the Owner submitted a Tree Inventory and Protection Plan prepared by The
Urban Arborist Inc., dated February 17, 2021 which inventoried a total of 48 trees on the property, 2 of which
are proposed to be removed. Urban Design staff have reviewed the report and concur with the
recommendations.

The Development Planning Department is of the opinion that the proposal is minor in nature, maintains the
general intent and purpose of the Official Plan and Zoning By-law, and is desirable for the appropriate
development of the land.

The Development Planning Department recommends approval of the application.
